Use of Primary P.E. and Sport Premium 2021/22

The government is providing additional funding of £150 wmillion per annum to improve provision of physical
education (PE) and sport in primary schools. This funding - provided jointly by the Departments for Education,
Health and Culture, Media and Sport - will be allocated to primary school head teachers. This funding is
ring-fenced and therefore can only be spent on provision of PE and sport in schools.

Sports Premium funding objectives:

1. To improve the engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity — the Chief Medical Officer guidelines

2. recommend that all children and young people ages 5 to 18 engage in at least 60 minutes of physical activity
a day, of which 30 minutes should be in school.

3. To increase the profile of PE and sport is raised across the school as a tool for whole — school improvement.

3. To increase confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport.

4. To provide a broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils.

5. To increase participation in competitive sport.

There is a new condition requiring schools to publish how many pupils within their year & cohort are meeting
the national curriculum requirement: - to swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of
at least 25 metres - use a range of strokes effectively and - perform safe self-rescue in different water-based

situations.
